Welcome:
Marty Cahill called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.

Safety/Reliability Moment:
Marty Cahill asked if anyone would like to share a safety moment.

Michelle Means shared a safety moment related to cooking and placement of kids as not to
trip.

Meeting Summary:
Meeting minutes were deferred for approval at the next meeting.

New Notice of Funding Opportunity — Health Resources and Services Administration
(HRSA) Outreach Program:
Shelagh Baird shared about a new HRSA Rural Health Outreach Grant that we would like to apply

for.
[ ]

It is a 4-year grant that is due on January 27, 2025.

We can apply for the grant for East Linn and Lincoln Counties. It is rural counties only.
We could include Monroe/Alsea as a possibility.

Sara Hartstein — Would love to see those rural areas of Benton County also included as
part of the grant application.

Looking to solicit input for the grant from all Consortium partners.

Mary Landis — They have met with Dr. Robert Fallows and Shaunna Taylor-Hubert. They
have noted that funding is needed to support women’s mental health services and maternal
health with maternity clinics in East Linn County and Lincoln County. Would include
providers accessing psychiatry consultants and looking at possible navigator(s) for
OB/GYN Clinics in these counties. Dr. Robert Fallows will be following up with the
OBJ/GYN Clinics.



e The grant does have a second portion that is specific to maternal health. With that portion,
they are only awarding 10 grants. Would suggest we do not apply for this and look at the
other grant portion, which will fund 40 grants.

e Mary Landis — We can look at pregnant or post-partum women or look at all women. If
we do all, we can include those that are not childbearing and can cover more needs. Would
like to suggest we focus on all women.

e Shelagh Baird — Data collection reporting is also better.

e Michelle Means — Feels we should apply for this grant. With the Rural Communities
Opioid Response Program (RCORP) Implementation 1l Rural Communities Supporting
Women and Youth (RC-SWAY) Grant, for those receiving treatment or may in the future,
mental health is a huge factor. Overall, this a great opportunity to assist additional women
with mental health services.

e Shelagh Baird — Other ideas included transportation and isolation.

e Jolynn Meza Wynkoop — Housing is a big issue as well. Clients are often approved for
housing but cannot afford deposits, transportation, and access to care. Other suggested
ideas are around childhood obesity and prevention, and if there is a way to work with
schools — Evidence-based curriculum for kids around being more active and nutrition.

e Mary Landis — We have had a grant in the past around physical activity and nutrition.

e Jolynn Meza Wynkoop — Lincoln County — Would be useful to have more substance use
curriculum such as what is done in Linn County with the LifeSkills Program.

e SaraHartstein — Sources of Strength are in Linn County Schools. The Oregon Department
of Education has required substance use curriculum.

e Michelle Means — Transportation has been mentioned before. In Linn County, this is a
barrier. Rural Linn County, telehealth could be an issue as well due to funding for
phone/internet/computer.

e Jolynn Meza Wynkoop — Does our local health departments have conversations around
issues they are seeking funding for?

e Sara Hartstein — There is connection across the three counties with the Community Health
Improvement Plan (CHIP) process. Anything that ties into that plan are areas of focus. If
we look at substance use prevention, access to care, housing, transportation — These all do
tie in. There is a housing subsidy program in Benton County. Women’s mental health is
good and connecting with Benton County and Lincoln County Housing Authority groups
would be helpful as well.

e Amy Young — About a month ago, coordinated opioid settlement funds around substance
use prevention and other areas not covered by the funds.

e Mary Landis — We are still open and flexible. We have also been told that providers need
access to consult psychiatrists. If they consult with outside psychiatrists now it is not paid
for. We need to look at evidence-based and innovative programs and areas of focus,
whether that is tele-health for counseling or something else. Older populations may not be
in favor of tele-health. Not sure if this is the same for women. We are not recommending
tele-health. Dr. Robert Fallows had suggested that this may be an option.

e Sara Hartstein — For rural areas of Benton County, there is not good internet service so
tele-health could be a barrier. If go this route, could engage with home visiting. Home visit
nurses have provided services through post-partum in Benton County, and we can continue
to provide mental health training and connecting clients with additional support. It may be
the same in Linn and Lincoln Counties.

Bryan Decker made a motion and Sara Hartstein seconded the motion to support applying
for the HRSA Rural Outreach Program Grant with a focus on mental health services for all
women. The motion was voted on and was unanimously approved.
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Shelagh Baird — We will solicit input from other members not present and identify partners and
solidify the program and include other services, which could include home visiting nurses.

Partnership for Community Health — Linn, Benton, and Lincoln Counties:
Amy Young provided an update on the Partnership for Community Health.

The Partnership for Community Health convened to develop the Regional Community
Health Assessment and Regional Community Health Improvement Plan (R-CHIP).
Different entities that are part of the Partnership for Community Health include the health
departments for Benton, Lincoln, and Linn Counties, InterCommunity Health Network
(IHN)/Coordinated Care Organization (CCQO), Samaritan Health Services, Community
Advisory Council, United Way, Confederated Tribes of Siletz Indians Linn, Benton,
Lincoln Health Equity Alliance.
The Partnership for Community Health includes herself as the full-time Project Manager
(hired in May 2024) and a half time Epidemiologist from Benton County.
Shared the timeline. The Regional Community Health Assessment was finalized in 2023
and in June 2024 launched the work on the Regional Community Health Improvement Plan
with it being published in October 2024.
The key health themes for the Regional Community Health Assessment included:
Affordable Housing and Homelessness.
Access to Quality Care.
Inclusion, Diversity, Anti-racism, and Equity (IDARE).
Food Insecurity and Access.
Healthy Youth and Families.
Mental Health.

g. Substance Use and Misuse.
The Regional Community Health Improvement Plan priority areas include:

a. Housing.

b. Access to Quality Care.

c. Behavioral Health.

d. IDARE.

Shared the priority area goals.
Health Equity Focus - Each priority area includes a focus on health equity and
inclusion, diversity, anti-racism, and equity (IDARE).

a. Health equity means that no individual, group, or people experience worse health
outcomes or unequal access to health supports because of factors that are beyond
their control or are the result of injustice. Embodying health equity means valuing
everyone equally. Achieving health equity requires taking action to prevent
inequalities, address injustice, and eliminate health disparities.

b. Inclusion means creating spaces where all people are valued and empowered.

Diversity celebrates human differences.

d. Anti-racism actively confronts and transforms systems of oppression and
discrimination based on race.

e. Equity addresses systemic barriers and provides access to opportunities and
resources.

e Sara Hartstein — The 3-year budget has been approved by all the fiscally contributing
partners. Shared budget — Cost sharing and Memorandums of Understanding in place.
Looking at funding some partners. Ensuring capacity to participate in some workgroups,
especially IDARE. 2025 goal to engage Health Equity assessment of process to date.
Looking to find third party consultant.

e Amy Young — Hope by end of calendar year or January to put out a bid for the consultant.

e Bryan Decker — Engaged in contract program with Oregon Health Authority to help
collect survey data — People’s experience with mental health services — Mostly those with
substance use disorder/homeless for Linn, Benton, and Lincoln Counties. Will have
completed process in Spring 2025 around April.

e Amy Young — Can connect with Partnership Against Alcohol and Drug Abuse (PAADA),
who has started a Healthy Communities Youth Advisory Group in Lincoln County made
up of high school youth who are beginning to meet to discuss key health issues they are
seeing in Lincoln County. Her supervisor mentioned PAADA as a resource and connection.

e Sara Hartstein — Amy Young will make sure Mica Contreras from Linn Benton Lincoln
Health Equity Alliance is connected to PAADA too, given her interest in establishing a
regional youth advisory group.

Benton, Lincoln, Linn Regional Oral Health Coalition of Oregon (Regional Oral Health
Coalition):
Shelagh Baird provided a Regional Oral Health Coalition update.
e The group met in November and continues to meet with the local Oral Health Coalitions.
e The Oral Health Collaborative of Oregon state-wide group, which was spearheaded by
Christian Moller-Andersen from A Smile for Kids has moved under the Oregon Public
Health Association.
e The Regional Oral Health Coalition is the Coalition for the HRSA Oral Health Co-Location
Grant. Currently, working on sustainability to continue with the program. Capitol Dental
Care is following up with Mercy Medical Center in Roseburg who modeled their project
after our Co-Location project and has an Expanded Practice Dental Hygienist (EPDH) on
staff and will start billing for services.
e Leah Hitz, EPDH, at the hospitals in Lincoln County is on medical leave at the time. She
will be returning to work mid to late February.

Reports for Linn, Benton, Lincoln Partners for Health and the Regional Mental Health/Substance
Use Disorder Coalition will be provided at the January meeting.

Behavioral Health Resource Networks (BHRN) Update:
Committee members reported on the Behavioral Health Resource Networks (BHRN’s).
e Michelle Means — Linn County:
a. Ready to submit the Quarter 9 report that is due on January 15, 2025.
b. With the last BHRN meeting, there were not a lot of partner updates.
c. James Page with Albany Comprehensive Treatment Center did report an increase in
patients with the cold months and the lack of Fentanyl.
d. Communities Helping All Negotiate Change Effectively (C.H.A.N.C.E.) is serving
a high number of clients as well and providing ongoing support groups and pet
assistance.
e. Supported rural health workers with the National Rural Health Day with tabling
events at Samaritan Lebanon Community Hospital, Samaritan North Lincoln
Hospital, and Samaritan Pacific Communities Hospital. Passed out substance use
disorder information and awareness, Naloxone, handouts, stickers, and other items.



f. Working with Thien Nguyen and Jolynn Meza Wynkoop on community
conversation events that will take place in 2025 around substance use and stigma.
Working on locations.

e Sara Hartstein — Benton County:

a. Serving clients throughout Benton County.

b. Finished applying for renewal funding for the BHRN.

c. Planning for starting deflection in January as part of the recriminalization process.
Some partners are helping C.H.A.N.C.E. and Family Tree Relief Nursery who has
hired a Deflection Coordinator. Clients engaged with law enforcement and have a
possession charge may be eligible for the deflection program. Will be connecting
with a Peer Navigator.

FTRN

FTRN continues to offer Nurturing Parenting Workshops and provides education and materials to parents and
caregivers. Referrals, connections, and screenings are ongoing as we receive referrals from the Sweet Home
Community Courts, Linn County Probation and Parole, and the local jail. These referrals connect individuals to
local resources and services, including housing and professional development. FTRN continues to distribute
handouts to local agencies that support women in treatment and provide transportation assistance to and from
appointments. The parent café support group meets weekly, and connections to maternity services and FTRN's
SUD/OUD education continue to be available. Carter, youth Peer attends the Youth Services Team (YST) panel
monthly.

STARS

STARS PSS continues to support women and youth in rural east Linn County through various initiatives. This
includes participating in wellness fairs to connect with local agencies and community members, hosting
tabling events in the community, connecting with maternity care organizations, and engaging with community
courts to promote prevention, treatment, and recovery. STARS educational materials are provided to
community members and partners such as Obria, the Pregnancy Resource Clinic, Intercommunity Health
Network (IHN), Live Longer Lebanon, the Teen Center, and the Family Assistance and Resource Center (FAC)
and through connections made with individuals in the community. Screenings, referrals, and connections
continue for individuals seeking support services. Additional resources are also provided for housing,
transportation, nutrition services, and maternity care, along with educational resources like Narcan and
materials focused on Narcan education.

LCAD

LCAD continues offering Lifeskill trainings and early intervention services to elementary and middle school
students in rural East Linn County. It also encourages schools to use screening tools like SBIRT. LCAD plans to
work with Ralston Academy and is hiring mental health staff to help high school students there. RCSWAY
funding will not be used for this.

RALSTON ACADEMY

Ralston Academy received RCSWAY funding late in the grant period to offer evidence-based prevention,
treatment, and recovery training and materials for high school-aged youth. The Academy provides an evidence-
based curriculum, Narcan and Narcan education, and awareness materials such as SUD sweatshirts and SUD
gift bags containing prevention, treatment and recovery items. Ralston hosts events where volunteers share
their experiences to help educate attendees including high-school aged youth, parents and caregivers about
SUD awareness and prevention.

Lifeskills training sessions were not conducted in December due to the holiday break. LCAD is currently
interviewing additional mental health workers to support youth in East Linn County. However, there is a
challenge in filling these positions due to a shortage of qualified candidates and a low number of applicants.
Once these positions are filled, selected staff members will advocate for students at Ralston Academy.

RALSTON ACADEMY

Ralston Academy hosted an event to raise awareness about Substance Use Disorder (SUD). The event focused
on educating attendees about SUD awareness and prevention, featuring volunteers who shared their insights
from lived experiences.

Recovery Month tabling event was also hosted by RCSWAY PD, Lincoln County BHRN
Grant Project Coordinator and RCSWAY STARS PSS to support prevention, treatment and recovery
awareness. STARS PSS was invited to be a voting member of the SIT—Service Integration Team, which has
helped meet the clients’ needs. PSS continues to support the community partner agencies with peer support,
Narcan, and referrals to outside agencies as needed.
